Unloading: You must take your float back to the Jr. High or High School, orunload in
the grass area on the corner of Verbryck and Wise. Please do not unload on the roads,
but rather find an area out of the way of after school traffic. Please help keep the
parade going and get the fire trucks back to the fire station as fast as possible. Just a
reminder: K-6 students must be taken back to their schools by the club/sport sponsor.
