CITIZENSHIP POLICY
A+ Program Financial Incentive

Carl Junction High School

In order to qualify for tuition reimbursement under the A+ Schools program, a student must maintain a good citizenship record.  The following guidelines for good citizenship have been established:

· The student must have no incidents of drug or alcohol use/abuse.  (Results in automatic removal from the A+ Schools Program)

· Students must adhere to a code of behavior (discipline code) which will demonstrate respect for authority, faculty, school, property, and their fellow students.

· Instances of OSS (out-of-school suspension) are serious in nature.  If a student has a violation resulting in OSS, the A+ Discipline Committee will decide whether the student will be allowed to continue participation in A+ tutoring or if the student will be removed from the program.  Students who remain in the tutoring program will be placed on probation for 90 school days from the date of the offense.  A second OSS offense will result in automatic removal from the A+ program.  
· Students who have accumulated a total of five (5) days ISS (except for tardies) during the school year may be placed on probation for a period of 90 school days from the date of the most recent offense.  
· If a student is placed on probation or released from the program, a letter will be mailed to the parent(s)/guardian(s) informing them of the student’s status.

· If removed from the A+ program, the student will have the right to appeal within ten school days upon notification, based on the guidelines of the already established due-process procedures.  

NOTE:
The student must meet all the requirements of the A+ Program in order to be eligible for the financial incentive.
